M. Zion is the oldest African-Anerican church in
Orlando. He al so serves as president of the
Congress of Christian Educati on of the Wst Coast
Bapti st Associ ation, Florida General Bapti st
Convention, and he's the forner president of the
Afri can- Aneri can Chanber of Commerce of Central
Fl ori da. Reverend Spooney.

REVEREND SPOONEY: To God be the GQory for the

things in our lives. It is indeed a pleasure to be
here this norning with the Central Florida Tourism
Oversight District.

Thank you, nenbers
of the Board, for the opportunity to review our
safety procedures with our visitors here today.

led to great strides in ternms of accountability and
transparency, and a new era in this district.

" m proud of the work they did. |[|'msure
they're very proud of the work they did, and we
woul dn't be here today without their tirel ess
efforts. So great thanks to Chairman Garcia and
former District Adm nistrator G| zean.

Wth that, | would also Iike to wel cone --
it's anewday. |'dlike to welconme, to ny left,
new board nenber, Craig Mateer. Wl cone, Craig.

HO SINGTON: Thank you, M. Vice Chairnan,
menbers of the Board, esteened coll eagues, and
di sti ngui shed guests. As you're aware, the
District put forth a focus of prioritizing doing
busi ness with | ocal vendors. Those efforts were
met, we're proud of them and as of today, we've
saved over $6 nillion.

Since the policy was introduced, the D strict
has been awarded -- has awarded $87 million in
contracts. In March alone, |'mproud to say,

t hrough the efforts of our procurenent and
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contracting departnent, we have awarded
$1.5 mllion through the Buy Local efforts.

Qur contracting and procurenent depart nment
continues to work rigorously to ensure that those
busi nesses that want to do business with the
District, tolet themknow the District is open.

Al so, since our |ast neeting, under the
| eadership of our new chief, Ferrari, he and his
| eadership team have sworn in 23 new fire
departnent recruits. For the first time in
hi story, Chief Ferrari can stand and say all of his
frontline | eaders are in place. Wth that --

My background in infrastructure, energency
services, planning, dealt with budgets quite a bit.
| think that's all hel pful in succeeding in this
position. But | think two key things that are part
of my core are ny work ethic and the ability to
build coalitions, and | hope | can bring those to
this District and that you'll give ne that
opportunity.

It's clear -- 1'"ve net sone of the team sone
of your team and they are clearly the magi c behi nd
the magic. Cearly, they're a professional group
that do the work, get it done, and do it behind the
scenes and woul d be honored to serve wth them and
represent you in this District.

| will nmake a commtnent to you today that if
chosen, | will foster collaboration, I'll drive
I nnovation, and, nost inportantly, just really
ensure that we are the premere touri smdestination
in the country. So thank you for this opportunity.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Thank you, Stephanie. At

this point -- and I know you've been involved in
negoti ati ons and di scussions with the key -- with
the District counsel, so | believe -- well, | guess

in terns of considering, we have an offici al
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proposal and an agreenent in hand to bring you

onboard. But before we nove to that, | guess
maybe -- should we have a nonent for comrent from
the Board nenbers, or -- 1'll ask counsel.

MR. LANGLEY: It's proper for the Board to
comment, but if you are seeking advice, | nean, one
way we could do this is | can give you a proposed
notion for you to consider, or you can go ahead and
have your comments and see how you'd like to
pr oceed.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Supervi sor Aungst.

MR. AUNGST: M. Chair, it's been ny pl easure,
as well, to get to know Stephani e over the | ast
coupl e of weeks. She's probably spent nore tinme on
t he phone with ne than she would |i ke, but that
wi ||l probably stop as soon as you get started and
hit the ground running.

In | ooking at how privileged we are to have
St ephani e as a candidate, | amgoing to venture to
guess that Secretary Kopelousos is the only person
in the history of Florida to have served as both
the Secretary of the Florida Departnent of
Transportation, and for eight years, very
successfully, as a county nmnager.

And when you're | ooking at central casting for
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this very, very uni que general purpose governnent,
special district, which is unli ke any ot her speci al
district in the country, those two skill sets,
being able to deliver on nmassive infrastructure
projects while al so nanagi ng a general purpose
government, and ensuring that the District, our
constituents, and the people of Central Florida
have the resources and the infrastructure they need
to be successful, which is our nost inportant job,

| couldn't have asked for a better candi date.

So Stephanie has ny full support, and |I'm
prepared to nake a notion that we appoint Stephanie
Kopel ousos as the District Adm nistrator for CFTCD
on the sane terns that M. Gl zean's contract
ent ai | ed.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Ckay.

MR. ARDAMAN: That will be effective
i nMmedi ately; is that your notion --

MR PERI: [|'d like to second that notion.

MR, AUNGST: Yes, sir.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Well, | just -- before we
nove to that, | just want to nmake sure everybody
has a chance to make a comment on the record.

m ght have sonething to say, as well, but Ron?

MR PERI: Yeah. |Is this on? Onh, yeah, there
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we go.

Yeah, |'ve spoken with Stephanie. G ven her
background, her -- the ease of being able to
communi cate, and her acconplishnments in the past, |
cannot i nagi ne anybody who would fit this position
better at this point. So | think it's -- we should
proceed as rapidly as possible to have her join us.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Ckay. Bridget.

MS. ZI EGLER. Thank you. Supervi sor Aungst,
so eloquently -- I'd like to echo nmuch of what you
said. Secretary Kopel ousos not only has a very
di sti ngui shed hi story, background, and is very
capable, but | really appreci ate how you noted the
magi ¢ behind the nagic and the amazi ng staff that
you'll be taking on. This past year has been
i ncredi bly uni que, and conming in on a really
special -- areally great landing. As we turn the
page to the next chapter, | can't think of anyone
nore apt for this role and really appreciate your
W llingness to step into that role, so you have ny
full support, as well.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Thank you. Craig.

MR MATEER |'mjust excited to have
St ephani e.
VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Thank you. What 1'I1 add
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is -- | don't knowthat | can really add to any of
those comments other than to say that, Stephanie,
it's been an honor to get to know you. On paper,

it was abundantly clear fromthe begi nning that you
were perfectly suited for this role.

In speaking with you, it's beconme even nore
abundantly clear, not only does Stephani e have the
experience to kind of hit the ground running right
away, but in terns of her communication style, in
terms of her relationships, in ternms of her ability
to function, both in sort of the public sector

needs and the private sector needs that this unique

role is going to require, | can't think of anybody
el se who could possibly fulfill those requirenents
nearly as well. So with that, |I'm trenmendously
supportive, and I look forward to -- | |1ook forward

to working with you, Stephanie.

So wth that, | guess | wll -- 1"Il let --
Supervi sor Aungst, why don't you go ahead and
repeat your notion, and we'll take it fromthere.

MR, AUNGST: Thank you, M. Chair. | nove to
appoi nt St ephani e Kopel ousos as the District
Adm ni strator for the Central Florida Tourism
Oversight District on the sane terns and conditions

of the enpl oyment of our prior adm nistrator,
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M. G| zean, effective imediately.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: |Is there a second?

MR. PERI: Second.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: So seconded. Is that --
are we --

MR. ARDAMAN. M. Chairman --

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Yes.

MR. ARDAMAN. -- presumably, then, we woul d
provi de the contract for execution by both
Ms. Kopel ousos and the Vice Chair within the next
week for full execution, although, pursuant to the
notion, it would be effective -- her appoint nent
woul d be effective upon approval of this notion.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: (Ckay. Supervi sor Aungst,
w |l you accept that friendly anendnent to your --

MR. AUNGST: Absolutely, yes.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Ckay. Thank you. So
wth that, we wll nove forward on the -- on the
resolution. Al those in favor, say "yay."

THE BOARD. Yay.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Any opposed? Hearing
none, let the record show that the vote is
unani mous, so congratul ati ons.

(Appl ause.)
VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Al right. Now, then --
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let's see. Ckay. Unfinished business. | don't
believe there's any. Oher business, none. At
this tinme, | believe the Board will enter into
executive session with our attorneys to discuss
ongoing litigation. W wll return, so stay tuned.
W will return here before closing out the neeting.
The estimated | ength of the executive session is 45
mnutes. | believe we nay have sone comments from
our -- our general counsel.

MR. LANGLEY: Yes, thank you. Pursuant to the
agenda item the acting general counsel is
requesting the Board to have a cl osed-door

attorney/client executive session. W did, in the

agenda, specify the people that wll attend, but
there will be additional people based on the new
appoi ntnent and the new -- the two new

appoi nt nent s.

In addition to the existing Board nenbers that
were nentioned, new board nenber, Craig Mateer,
wll also sit in the executive session, and our new
District Adm nistrator, Stephani e Kopel ousos, wll
al so be in attendance.

Further, | will be there, so wll Kurt
Ardaman; our litigation counsel, Paul Huck, Jason

Gonzal ez, and | don't believe David Thonmpson is
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here today, so he wll not be wth us.

We'll be in the green room we'll exit
shortly. Everything will be transcribed in that
room and then we'll cone back in this session and
reopen to the public at that tine.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Ckay. Thank you,

M. Langley. Wth that, we will now cl ose our
public nmeeting and nove i nto executive session.

(Board of Supervisors Meeting recessed for the
non- public portion of the neeting, which is in a
separate confidential transcript.)

(After which, Board of Supervisors Meeting
resuned as follows:)

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Al right. Ws that the
fastest 45 m nutes you' ve seen? Yeah, tal k about
magic. Al right. W wll now reopen the public
nmeeting and cl ose the executive session. | --
we -- 1'd |like to announce that we have received a
settl enent agreenent regarding the significant

litigation involving the District and Walt D sney

Par ks and Resorts, U. S., Inc. And we woul d |i ke
to -- having discussed that in executive session,
we would like to -- I'd like to entertain a notion

to add this itemto the agenda.

MR. AUNGST: M. Chairman, | nove to add
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consi deration of a settl enent agreenent between the
Central Florida Tourism Oversight District and Wal t
Di sney Parks and Resorts U.S., Incorporated, to

t oday' s agenda.

MS. ZI EGLER  Second.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Thank you for that notion
and for the second. All those in favor, say "aye."

THE BOARD. Aye.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: All those opposed?
Heari ng none, let the record show we're unani nously
in support of the -- of that -- adding the notion.

Can our counsel please outline the prinmary
poi nts of the settl enent agreenent for
consi deration for the Board? M. Huck.

MR, HUCK: Good norning, and it's a pl easure

to be here this norning. | just want to take this
opportunity to go through -- each of you had the
opportunity to see the -- thank you -- the

settl enent agreenent that was provided or offered
to us fromWalt Disney. And | just want to take
the opportunity to wal k you through in a bull et
poi nt fashion the overview of the main points of
that settl enent agreenent.

So, first, Disney stipulates that the

devel opnent agreenent and the restrictive covenants
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shall be considered null and void. And as the
District knows, those are the two agreenents that
are the subject of the state court lawsuit that the
Di strict brought seeking declaratory relief against
Disney. Relatedly, D sney also agrees not to
contest the District's determnation that the 2032
Conpr ehensi ve Pl an, and the anendnents to the
District's Land Devel opnent Regul ati ons, that were
adopted in January of |ast year pursuant to that
2032 Conmp Plan, are null and void.

What that neans is that the operative
conpr ehensi ve plan in place would be the 2020
Conpr ehensi ve Plan. Al so, under the proposed
settlenent, the District would resolve to review,
eval uate, and anend the 2020 Conprehensi ve Pl an,
and that's actually pursuant to the statutory duty
that the District has to do that.

And as part of that process, the D strict
woul d consult wwth Disney, and with all appropriate
parties, inits review and evaluation of the conp
pl an.

Al so as part of the settlenment, the District
and Di sney would agree to dism ss the clains and
the counter-clainms in that pending state court

| awsuit wth prejudice.
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In addition, as you're aware, there's a
separate state court litigation involving the
public records. And under the proposed settl ement
fromwalt Disney, D sney would dism ss that case
with prejudice and withdraw its pendi ng public
records request to the District.

In addition, the Labor Services Agreenent
between the District and the Reedy Creek Energy
Servi ces woul d be anended so that the term woul d
expire in 2028, rather than 2032. And, in
addition, the automatic renewal terns in that
agreenent would be deleted fromit.

Al so pursuant to the settlenent proposal from
Di sney, the District would agree that D sney owns
and that the District would not inpede the use of
certain long-termmtigation credits that are
created by eight permts. Those eight permts are
i ssued by three different agencies: The South
Fl ori da Water Managenent District, the Arny Corps
of Engi neers, and the Florida Gane and Fresh Water
Conmmi ssion. The District staff and outside
consul tants have confirnmed that although the
District is naned along with D sney on sone of
those permts, Disney paid for and owns the credits

that are created by those permts.
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As you're also aware, there's a third piece of
litigation. |It's the Federal court litigation that
Disney filed against the District, the Governor,
and the Secretary of Econom c Opportunity. The
District -- that case, we prevailed at the tri al
court. That case is on appeal now to the 11th
Circuit Court of Appeals. And so regarding that
Federal court litigation, D sney would seek, and
the District would not oppose, perm ssion fromthe
11th Grcuit to defer -- to defer briefing on the
appeal pendi ng negotiati on of a new devel opnment
agr eenent .

In addition, District -- the District and
Di sney each agree not to contest the actions of the
District prior to February 27, 2023, when the
District's governance was reforned. There are two
i mportant exceptions to that. Cbviously, anything
that is specifically provided for by the settl enent
agreenent as null and void would renain null and
void. That woul d include the devel opnent
agreenent, the restrictive covenants, and the 2032
Conmp PI an.

And the other inportant exception is that if
t hat Federal court case ever starts up again,

anyt hing that woul d be necessary for the D strict
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to defend itself in that |awsuit would al so not be
subject to that agreenent not to contest any prior
actions by the District.

And, finally, as is typical of nobst settlenent
agreenents, under this the parties would exchange
nmutual releases. And that is the sum and substance
of the agreenent that we received from D sney.
Thank you.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Thank you, M. Huck.

Very nmuch appreciated. Before we get into Board

comments, are there any comments to this

devel opnent fromthe -- fromthe public? Ckay.
Heari ng none, thank you, that wll close the public
comrent .

| guess I'll start with a comment of ny own.

" mvery much pl eased by this devel opnent. You
know, we -- the Central Florida Tourism Oversi ght
District was created to bring public accountability
and transparency to one of Florida' s nobst inportant
destinations. W're proud of the | andmark work the
District has done, and | ook forward to what lies
ahead.

| think with this settlenment, which is
conpl ete and significant, we are eager to work with

Disney. I'mcertainly eager to work with Di sney
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and all other businesses to nake the country's
touri smdestination fanmous for a second reason,
whi ch is good gover nnent.

|"d like to thank -- publicly thank the
District's general counsel for their Hercul ean
efforts on this front, as well as -- as well as our
outside counsel. It was a year of very hard work

to get to this point, and we couldn't have gotten

here wi thout you, so thank you, first of all, to
you-al |l .

And then thank you -- and | thanked them
previ ously, but, you know, 1'll thank the departed

Chair, M. Garcia, for his efforts, which were
significant, as well, on that front, and |I'm sure
we coul dn't have gotten here without him-- his

| eadership on that front, as well.

Finally, 1'd just like to thank the enpl oyees

of the District for -- in light of this uncertainty

wth all this, even in the face of this litigation
and ot her uncertainty, the District staff, you-all
have remai ned professional and on task and hel ped
the District continue to function at the top | evel
like it's always been and will continue to be.

And | know it hasn't been easy, and I'm

personally grateful to each and every one of you.
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And 1'Il have a chance to thank you personally at
sone point, as well, but please consider ny thanks
in this public forum

So with that all being said, | amvery nuch
wel comi ng of this settlenment agreenment. Do any
ot her Board nenbers have any conments?

MR. AUNGST: M. Chair, | nove approval of the
settl enent agreenent.

MS. ZI EGLER  Second.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Ckay. So seconded.

MR. ARDAMAN: M. Chairnman.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Yes, sir.

MR. ARDAMAN.  And authorizing the Vice Chair
to execute the settl enent agreenent and take any
ot her actions necessary to inplenent same?

MR.  AUNGST: Yes, sir.

MR. ARDAMAN: Thank you.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Ckay. So there's a
second -- | heard a second?

MS. ZIEGLER That's correct.

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: Bridget, thank you. Al

VI CE CHAI R BARAKAT: |I'mnot sure -- |'m not
sure what to do now, folks. | guess we get on --
get on with the business of this District. Praise

the Lord and pass the ammunition. Wthout any
ot her agenda itens, this concludes our neeting.
